Hallway/Tardy Policy 

1.  Students will be expected to :

A.  Behave appropriately in the hallway, defined as:  
· Pass on the right side of the halls

· Speak in a civil tone

· Using appropriate language

· Conversational volume


· Respectful content and tone

B.  Arrive to class on time defined as:
· Students are 100% through the door threshold of the classroom

2.  Staff will be strongly encouraged to do the following tasks/ behaviors in order to support and encourage the above listed behaviors in the students:

A.  Hallway behavior:  All staff will:

· Actively encourage and acknowledge appropriate behavior.

· Model appropriate behaviors

· Stand by their doors during passing periods

· Use a civil tone (as defined above 1A). 

B. On-Time behavior:

· All of the above hallway behaviors 

· Bell ringers for grade allowing for academic advantage.

3.  Students will be taught expected behaviors in the following manner:


A.  Hallway behavior 



*   Week One: educational assemblies by grade levels (skit, power point)



*  Get students to assist with teaching appropriate behaviors, skills



*  Reinforce lessons from assembly in the classroom



*  Hallway signs promoting PARR behaviors



*  Record it and replay it as necessary


B.  On -time behaviors:



* Same as above

4.  Students will be acknowledged for engaging in the following behaviors through the following:


A.  Hallway Behaviors:  


*  Verbal Acknowledgement



*  School wide celebrations



*  Popcorn machine/ school store purchases


B.  On-time Behaviors:



* Buzzy bucks



* Bell ringers for good grades



*All listed above (4.A.)
